Increasing commitment against forced evictions and homelessness as violations of human rights 
Focusing on the link between forced evictions, homelessness and climate crisis (see the findings and follow-ups of
the International Tribunal on Evictions - ITE)
Discussing the impact of AI in the housing market and policies
Supporting global solidarity networks to defend housing rights activists 
Advocating for the implementation at all levels of housing policies grounded in human rights (eg ITE
recommendations)
