She
is currently living in a relocation housing of the
government but drowning in debt and on the
verge of being kicked out.

Hyderabad, a city of about 10 million people is
built on the river Musi. Over the years people,
especially the poor have been living on the
banks of the river, sometimes encroaching their
habitations encroaching the river bed itself. 27
years ago, the government floated
Nandanavanam. People resisted the large-
scale evictions and the Government was forced
stop the project. However the new government
has floated a grandiose plan to beautify the
river and make it a touristic and commercial
attraction. In the process, 17000 families in the
process. Around 2500 families on the river bed
were targeted in the first phase. They were
asked to vacate within one day putting
immense hardships on them. The houses
provided are found to be ill equipped to house
all those evicted. It has created immense
suffering and anxiety among people.
Campaign for Housing and Tenurial Rights
(CHATRI), a grassroots peoples Movement
along with civil society has started mobilization
of people, formation of civil society groups and
meetings with people. It has also started
negotiations with the government. There is a
serious attempt on the part of the government
to co-opt the network to agree to the project. It
will be a long-drawn battle to make the project
and inclusive one that protects the river as well
as the people who dwell on its banks.

The housing issues are intrinsically linked to the
wider economic, social and climate crises, and
the impact of financialisation of the real estate
sector and artificial intelligence on housing and
city governance. In Greece this crisis is taking
on dramatic characteristics, first of all due to the
total absence of policies that protect the right to
housing and the right to the city, with visible
consequences in the configuration of spaces
and places, social cohesion and democracy.
Financialisation of housing, speculation and
profit-maximising investors, lack of
transparency and regulation together lead to
prices exploding and unaffordable homes for
tenants in many cities around the world.

Roma access to quality and
affordable housing: an ongoing
challenge in Europe

Many Roma in Europe still live in informal
settlements and segregated neighbourhoods,
in inadequate dwellings and disastrous living
conditions, with  severe  environmental
consequences. Unable to meet ever-rising
housing costs or to prove legal ownership of
their home, they endure forced evictions,
homelessness, and antigypsyism from local
authorities, landlords, and neighbours. The EU
Roma Strategic Framework for Equality,
Inclusion, and Participation and its
corresponding  Council  Recommendation
clearly state the objective of increasing
effective  equal access to adequate
desegregated housing and essential services,
while the topic is also extensively covered by
the European Pillar of Social Rights of the
European Union, and supported by Goals 6, 7,
11, 13 and 15 of the Sustainable Development
Goals of the United Nations. During 2023,
ERGO Network carried out comprehensive
research on Roma access to quality and
affordable housing, including the devastating
impact of forced evictions (see the full research
report here:
https://ergonetwork.org/2023/11/research-
report-on-roma-access-to-quality-and-
affordable-housing/).

The presentation showcases the key findings of
this research, in order to kick-start a broad
debate with stakeholders on improving the
availability, accessibility, affordability, quality,
and inclusiveness of housing for Europe’s
Roma.

La construccion de la autopista 3 era un
proyecto de la dictadura civico-militar que
gobernd Argentina entre 1976 y 1983. Luego
de expropiar casas para llevar adelante la obra,
esta fue abandonada y las viviendas quedaron
vacias.

En el marco de procesos de desplazamiento
habitacional en la Ciudad de Buenos Aires,
esas casas abandonadas fueron ocupadas y
luego de un largo proceso de organizacion
ciudadana y lucha territorial, los vecinos y las
vecinas lograron la sancién de la ley 324
(2000), que les garantizé al derecho a la
solucion habitacional definitiva en la misma
traza de la ex autopista 3.

Sin embargo, luego de 24 afios de sancionada
la ley, se sigue posponiendo su cumplimiento y
el gobierno actual de la Ciudad presenté un
nuevo proyecto que, en gran medida, elimina
derechos adquiridos por la 324 y su enfoque
esta puesto en la venta de tierra publica y no
en garantizar el derecho a la vivienda,
generando un gran riesgo de procesos de
desalojo.
